The number needs some thing so that it can be tagged as label. The text and the page
hooks are used in manual \1@xx commands and in \1@xx defined by \@dottedtocline
or by other means. The arguments of the following hooks are:

#1 level as a number (integer expression), see above for the standard numbering. The
standard first argument of \contentsline is not used, as \@dottedtocline knows
only a number.

#2 content (the second argument of a \contentsline
